Graduation  

Requirement: 
Beginning with the graduating class 

of 2014, high school students in 

the Gilroy Unified School District 

must complete a minimum of 80 

hours of community service. Stu-

dents must earn ten hours in at 

least two of the following catego-

ries: 
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 The Gilroy Unified School District will 

provide opportunities for all students 

to reach their highest academic and 

intellectual competencies and personal 

attributes to be life-long learners, re-

sponsible citizens, and productive 

members of society. This will be ac-

complished by having a clear focus on 

student needs; staff, parents and com-

munity members demonstrating high 

expectations for themselves and for 

every child served; and by continually 

improving the quality of teaching and 

learning.

How do I contact an Organization? 

 

1. Decide what area of service interests you. 

2. Research the organizations in the area that 

fit with your interests. Get to know a little 

bit about what their mission is. Who is the 

contact person? 

3. Make a phone call:  

 Introduce yourself, explain that you 

are interested in volunteering.  

 Ask : Are there any opportunities 

available for me? Do I need to have a 

parent with me? Do I need a permis-

sion slip? Where exactly do I report 

and to whom do I report? 

 Say THANK YOU. 

4.   If you need to leave a message make sure 

you speak slowly and clearly. Leave your full 

name, your contact number, and the reason 

why you were calling.

 Return the form to the Community Ser-

vice Coordinator at your school.
